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GENERAL INFORMATION
SELECTING YOUR COURSES

Parsippany6és high schools offer a wide variety of
goals carefully as you plan your four-year program. Planning your program is a continuous and challenging
process for four years. Although the courses listed in this bulletin are described briefly, you may request to
examine course guides and course proficiencies through the building principal.

Your teachers, parents, and counselor will help you select the subjects which best fit your interests and goals. Your
four-year program should develop the attitudes, work habits, and skills to help you succeed on the job or in further
education. You must carry a minimum of six credits per year.

THE SCHEDULING PROCESS

At the beginning of the scheduling process, students may choose to meet with their guidance counselor to discuss
their course selections for the following year. Subject teachers recommend the course(s) students should take the
following year and sign off on these recommendations on the course selection card. The students should review
these course selections with their parents, and both the student and the parent will sign the card and return it to the
school. A mandatory meeting between the student and the guidance counselor will then take place. Requests for
schedule changes will be considered for the following reasons only: Completion of summer school, failure
of a pre-requisite course, or specific scheduling error. No new course may be taken for credit after the 15" day
of each semester. Any exception to these procedures requires the approval of the building principal.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

In order to graduate from the Parsippany-Troy Hills School District and to receive a state-endorsed diploma,
students must meet specific requirements in skill proficiencies, number of credits, curriculum, and attendance.
More information can be found in the Student and Parent Handbook.

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SCHEDULE CHANGES

Since your schedule is individually planned after serious consideration of abilities and interests, changes are
discouraged and restricted. Changing or dropping subjects requires the approval of parents, supervisors, and the
principal. Requests for schedule changes will be considered for the following reasons only: completion of
summer school, failure of a prerequisite course, specific scheduling error. No new course may be taken
for credit after the 15th day of each semester. Any exception to these procedures requires the approval of the
building principal.

MASTER SCHEDULE

The Master Schedule can accommodate course selections for six periods per day. If you request seven or
eight periods per day of academic courses, you cannot be guaranteed a conflict-free schedule. Additional
sections will not be scheduled to resolve such conflicts. Courses will not be scheduled if there is
inadequate enrollment and/or budgetary constraints.

MEETING MATH/SCIENCE REQUIREMENTS

Students who are enrolled in a vocational education program for two years, may apply to satisfy part of the
Mathematics or Science graduation requirement. Some courses taken at Morris County School of Technology
include a Math and/or Science credit (restrictions apply). Application for such credit must be made in advance
and will only be accepted upon successful completion of the HSPA in the specified content area. Please see your
guidance counselor for further information.

ELECTIVE SUBJECTS

Students choose elective subjects to complete their program after the required subjects have been selected.
El ecti ves enr ibadkground and efferuexperierices sn areas of special talent or interest. Students
should carefully consider the relationship of the electives to their abilities, interests, co-curricular activities and out
of school duties. Once an elective is selected and scheduled, it may not be changed except for the
circumstances indicated above.

CAREER EDUCATION AND VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS

The emphasis today is on the completion of a well rounded program, including not only academic subjects but
cultural subjects as well. Such subjects as Music (both vocal and instrumental), Business, Industrial Arts, Family
and Consumer Sciences, Art and Public Speaking should be included in your schedule. These subjects provide an
educational balance and complement your program with an appreciation which can be carried over into your adult
life. All students must take one year of Visual and Performing Arts and one year of Career Education and Life Skills
or Vocational/Technical Training. (See pages 9, 10) Students in the Classes of 2014, 2015, and 2016 must also
satisfactorily complete one semester of Personal Finance.

FINAL EXAMINATIONS

Students will take final examinations in all of their subjects. (Seniors who maintain an A- average or higher for
each of the four quarters of the school year may be exempt from the final examination in a particular subject.)
These examinations are developed jointly by the departments of both high schools. The major portion
(approximately 75%) of the examination is common to both schools while a smaller portion (approximately 25%)
may be determined individually by each school. Final examinations are administered at the end of June, and in the
case of semester courses, for two days during the last week of the second marking period in January. Students
must attend and complete the final examinations. In order to receive credit for a course of study, students must
complete all course requirements, including the final exam.



EARLY GRADUATION

Students interested in graduating in fewer than four years, should discuss the possibility with their counselor by
January 1 of your freshman year and complete an application. They must submit the application to their counselor
by the end of the first week in January of the freshman year. Applications will be considered individually by the
Early Graduation Committee.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT

The Advanced Placement (AP) Program is a cooperative educational endeavor developed and approved by The
College Board. Based on the fact that many young people can complete college level studies in their secondary
schools, it represents a desire of schools and colleges to foster such experiences. Like other programs of The
College Board, this program is national. The AP Program policies are determined by representatives of member
institutions, and their operational services are provided by Educational Testing Service.

Advanced Placement serves three groups: students who wish to pursue college-level studies while still in
secondary school, schools that desire to offer these opportunities and colleges that wish to encourage and
recognize such achievement. The program provides practical descriptions of college-level courses to interested

schools and the results of examinations based ont hese descri ptions to the coll e
Participating colleges, in turn, grant credit and/or appropriate placement to students who have done well on the
examinations. Students are responsible for all testing fees associated with these courses.

HONORS COURSES

An honors sequence for students with exceptional skills and talents is offered in the following program areas:
English, World Languages, Mathematics, Science and Social Studies. There are also individual honors courses i
Honors College Prep Accounting, Honors Studio Art, Honors Human Development, Honors Wind Ensemble,
Honors Concert Choir, Freshman Honors Concert Band and Freshman Honors Choir. Criteria for courses in these
areas are established by each department. You must complete an honors or AP course in order to receive a
weighted grade.

INDEPENDENT STUDY PROGRAM

Each independent study program is developed individually with the principal of each high school and the sponsor
who has knowledge and background in the specific area. Your proposed program must be submitted to and
approved by the high school principal, subject area supervisor, Director of Curriculum and the Board of Education.
In all cases, independent study must be your seventh or eighth credit. Applications for independent study must be
submitted to the Director of Curriculum by June 15 for programs that begin in September, and by December 15 for
spring independent study programs.

WORLD LANGUAGE - OPTION I

By special approval of the New Jersey Department of Education and the Board of Education, the World Language
requirement may be met by students who take Guijarati at the B.A.P.S. School and Mandarin at the Morris Chinese
Academy, and they must score a Novice Mid-High Level on the nationally recognized OPI test.



COOPERATIVE EDUCATION

Cooperative Education is a cooperative venture in career training. The school provides you the opportunity to get a
job in the field of your choice. Students also receive training they need to develop the skills for success on the job.
Working papers are required for on-the-job participation.

In order to be enrolled in this program, students must complete an application signed by their parents and
approved by the Teacher-Coordinator. The courses will include a related class meeting one period per day plus
one-half day on-the-job training. Three credits will be given for the related course and on-the-job training
combined. See page 31.

NOTE: If employment cannot be found for, or by, the student within a reasonable period of time from the
first day of the school year, it may be necessary to return the student to classes which meet within the
normal school day. Employment must be related to the cooperative education program. Students are
responsible for their own transportation.

SENIOR YEAR OPTION
Target: Teach Parsippany

(Open to members of the class of 2013)

Selected seniors who have shown an interest in the teaching profession may apply to participate in a mentoring
program designed to give them a theoretical as well as practical introduction to the teaching profession. Students,
who must be in good academic standing, will participate in evening seminars that explore such topics as
comparative education, current issues in education, the biology and psychology of learning, and instructional
decision-making. In addition to attending evening seminars, students will be required to complete required readings
and assignments, maintain a professional journal/portfolio, observe in a variety of classrooms, and participate in
off-campus field trips. The key experience for students enrolled in this course will be working with a mentor teacher
in our school district in an actual classroom during senior year. Participating seniors will receive one credit for
successful completion of the program. If students are interested in this program, they should indicate this choice on
the course selection card, complete the application which is available from the guidance counselor, and return it to
their guidance counselor by February 10. A personal interview will be conducted to determine successful
candidates.



SUGGESTED PROGRAM PLANNING

higher education, business and industry. Each of these programs may be modified or several programs combined
to meet your goals. If your goals change, the program can and should be changed to reflect your new plan.
However, the earlier you determine your post-high school plans, the greater opportunity you will have for a more
thorough and meaningful preparation for your life work.

It is important that students talk with their guidance counselor about their post high school plans, so that an
appropriate four-year schedule can be designed. In general, highly competitive colleges encourage
students to take several Honors or Advanced Placement courses each year. Most colleges require a
minimum of 16-18 academic units (to be chosen from English, Math, Science, Social Studies and World
Languages). Course requirements at the colleges being considered are available from the most recent
college catalogues. Guidance counselors will assist students in reviewing the materials.

Students who are pursuing a career in the Vocational/Industrial, Business Areas, Visual and Performing
Arts, should select related courses as part of the requirement in Career Education/Life Skills and
Visual/Performing Arts. Students should choose elective courses that relate to careers of interest.
Teachers, as well as guidance counselors, will help with these decisions.

No matter what s t u d duturesléns, they are encouraged to take the most rigorous program possible.

Pursuing a challenging course load will provide the best preparation for state-mandated graduation tests
and also for future success in college, military service or in the world of work.

Pathways to Business Grades9i 12 This one-semester course invites students to explore
and Careers planning for careers and provides an introduction to
BUS 460 the world of business and entrepreneurship.

process.
Personal Finance Grades 91 12 This one-semester course promotes personal
BUS 455 responsibility for financial planning, saving, investing,

and charitable giving. Financially literate 21% century
citizens will face increasing choices due to the global
economy. Students will learn to analyze personal
financial decisions, summarize major consumer
protection laws, plan for spending and saving, develop
a system for keeping and using financial records, and
apply consumer skills to purchasing decisions. They
will learn how to maintain credit worthiness, borrow at
favorable terms, and manage debt. In addition,
students will be able to explain the purpose of
insurance protection and the implementation of a
diversified investment strategy. This course satisfies
the State Financial Literacy Requirement for
students in graduating in 2014 and afterwards.

Business Law Grades 11, 12 This course will introduce the student to basic legal
BUS 500 principles, terms and issues that will pertain to
individuals now, as young adults, and in their future.

This course will help students learn the basic
principles and concepts of accounting and be able to
balance a checkbook, set up records for a business
and gain the necessary background for advanced
study of accounting. Automated accounting activities
and experience with Excel will be facilitated in the
Business Education Computer Lab.

This course is important for students who are
considering further education in marketing, advertising
or business management. With a basic understanding
of marketing and sales promotion, students will learn
what motivates consumer buying decisions, analyze
existing campaigns and create their own. Special
emphasis is placed on product branding, image, target
marketing and how promotional activities affect
consumer buying habits. Students learn In-depth
promotional strategies with hands-on activities that
include formulating storyboards, print layouts, radio
and television commercials. Students will use Mac
and other computer applications to create
commercials and design promotions, creating real-
world examples to add to their portfolios.

This one-semester course offers instruction using
word processing software to teach mastery of correct
keyboarding techniques. Students will be taught
correct creation and formatting of word processing
documents such as letters, memos, and reports will be
taught as well as move, copy, merge, and the use of
the keypad for both personal, school and job related
functions.

This entry-level course is designed to enable students
of all grade levels to gain hands-on exposure to print
and web communication applications currently used in
the business world. They will use Creative Suite 5
Adobe In Design software to develop their layout skills
by creating business and advertising collateral pieces:
logos, business cards, postcards, brochures, booklets,
flyers, print ads, posters and presentations. Students
will then learn the basic principles of Google Sites and
Adobe Dream Weaver to design, create and publish
their own web pages.

This course is a career exploration opportunity for
students interested in interior design, the creation of
successful and harmonious living environments.
Computer skills and the basic principles of good
design wil/l be used to
friendlyo f 1 odumnitugelplanngnd oelore
plan using Punch! Professional Home Design
Platinum software. The problem-based tasks in this
course often inspire students to study architecture and
related fields. No art skills are needed.

This course is designed for students who plan to work
with children in their career, and for those who will
become parents in the future. Students will study the
early phases of childhood from the prenatal stage
through age five, explore the physical, social,
emotional, and intellectual development of children,
analyze developmentally appropriate behaviors and
activities, and examine parenting skills.

Students will examine and apply the current research
in human growth and development from birth to
adolescence. They will have the opportunity to
observe and teach preschoolers. This course is of
primary interest to the student who hopes to enter a
profession serving children, but would also be of
interest to the student expanding his/her knowledge of
human development. Summer reading required.

Colonial American). Projects are designed and
constructed with quality, attention to detail and
pride in craftsmanship.

BRIEF COURSE DESCRIPTION

Students will spend the entire year exploring different
kinds of painting using watercolor, acrylic, oil, pastel,
encaustic, impasto, image transfers and more.
Students will learn traditional techniques to create
landscapes, portraits, still life and abstractions. In
addition, students will experiment with exciting, modern
techniques of working with wet media.

Critical thinking and
analyzing skills are stressed as key elements in this
course. There will be an emphasis on the investigation
of art in our world through class discussion, artist
research, and field trips to New York City art museums.
This is an intensive course that is quick paced and
requires students to be highly focused on their work.
Students are required to keep a sketchbook of ideas
and the process of their work.

WEIGHTED COURSE

This class is designed for juniors or seniors who are
interested in a career in art or who have an avid interest
in the visual arts. All students will develop a strong
body of work in preparation for display, competition and
college application, This class focuses on creating
works suitable for a portfolio. A majority of the work is
done in pencil, charcoal and other dry media. The
drawings are mostly rendered from life, as this is what
colleges require. Students will have the opportunity to
experience art face-to-face through field trips to local
and New York City art museums. Students will also
research schools to which they are interested in
applying and will work to ensure their requirements are
fulfilled. By regularly critiquing projects, this class will
help to build a vocabulary for discussing art. The
students will also learn to photograph their work in order
to develop a professional looking portfolio.

This is an introductory art course for all grade levels
that explores a variety of art making processes and
media.

Projects are
based on professional concepts including advertising,
game design, animation, altering and enhancing
photographs and web graphics. Students will also learn
basic techniques in photography by using a digital
camera on manual settings. This is an introductory
course for students who are interested in digital arts as
a career or would like to use digital media for personal
expression as well as academic application.

This is an intensive course in digital media designed for
students to further explore the use of Photoshop,
Illustrator and Flash. Projects may consist of corporate
identity including logo design and branding as well as
fine art illustration and street art design. Students may
use 3-D modeling programs to create 3-dimentional
characters and environments that could be used in
game design or animation. Advanced photographic
concepts will be explored including fine art portraits,
landscape and macro photography. Students may use
their own camera to learn how to take control with
manual settings. This is an excellent course to prepare
students for a career in the digital arts.
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COOPERATIVE MARKETING EDUCATION

Cooperative Education provides students with job-oriented training and practical work experience in a work
environment prior to permanent employment. A cooperative work-study program is designed to bridge the gap
between school and the world of work. A cooperative work-study program introduces students in a practical way to
career possibilities in Business, Marketing and Management office occupations.

At the completion of this program, students will have developed career goals, occupational competency, personal
initiative, responsibility and confidence.

The knowledge of physical education and health is an
ever-changing field that students will put to use in
general wellness throughout their lifetimes. Each
student is required to complete four years of Physical
Education and Health. Within this four-year program
students will be introduced to a wide variety of physical
activities including team sports, individual and dual
sports. The course will provide the opportunity for
students to acquire the skills necessary to achieve and
maintain a healthful level of fithess. Fitness-related
technology, including computer software, the Internet,
heart rate monitors, and pedometers will be used to
enhance the quality of the Physical Education program.
Focusing on wellness for life, students will prepare to
continue a lifetime of physical activity. The course aims
to assist students in developing an independent fithess
style and promote regular, enjoyable, physical activity
with an emphasis on personal fitness and
improvement. All  students participate in the
Fitnessgram  health-related fitness assessment
program. Any student failing one marking period of
Health or three marking periods of Physical Education
must repeat the failed courses.

Placement in this course is made upon referral from the
Child Study Team. Individualized and small group
instruction consistent with the Individual Education Plan
is provided for each student referred.

This marking period course covers topics including
weight control, eating disorders, drug education, non-
communicable diseases and human sexuality. The
course includes the study of factors that contribute to
wellness: learning to make health choices and
decisions, goal setting, identifying different kinds of
stress, dealing with conflict, and avoiding violent
situations.

The goal of this two-year program is for graduates to
successfully pass the state licensing examination and
become employed in the field. The units of instruction and
clinic meet licensing standards of the Board of Beauty
Culture. Future beauticians and barbers experience
instruction in hair care, styling, perms, manicures, facials,
facial massage, waxing, coloring and barbering. Second
year students operate a clinic in which customer relations,
shop management and professionalism are stressed.

The Electrical Trades program is a two-year program that
covers Telecommunication, computer installations, low
voltage wiring, fire and burglar alarm systems, as well as
residential, commercial, and industrial wiring. All of these
trades overlap in scope and basic training and offer an
excellent opportunity to obtain employment. Algebra is a
requirement in order to pursue entrance into the union
apprenticeship program.

The program is designed for the special needs learner who
may indicate an interest in Culinary Arts but lack the
requisite academic skills. It will specifically prepare students
for employment in food service occupations in hospitals,
corporate cafeterias, banquet halls, nursing homes, hotels
and restaurants. Students are trained in basic food
sanitation, preparation and service. Occupational training is
for entry level positions in most kitchens.

Blueprint reading, design, layout, troubleshooting, repair,
and installations are included as units of study. Students in
this one or two-year program learn plumbing codes,
principles, and practices concerning plumbing and heating in
residential environments. In the laboratory, students will
receive hands-on training in cooper sweating, cutting and
threading, cast iron, PVC and ABS work, underground
drainage waste, vent systems, and mechanical piping of gas
fired heating systems. Design and installation of fixtures for
bathrooms, kitchens and hot water heaters is included.

This hands-on program trains students for all of the jobs
found in retailing careers.
